Equipment Care Rules
The care of the equipment at the RRC is the responsibility of the rowers. 
In general, club equipment can only be used during supervised practices.

Exceptions may be made for competitive juniors or adults on a case-by-case basis. Consult the head coach to have your case considered.

Under no circumstances may non-members use club equipment. Members that encourage non-members to use club equipment, even friends and family, may be suspended from the club.

If a boat or its riggers bump anything while being transported be rowers (i.e. to or from the water, slings or the trailer) all members of that crew must do 100 extra jump-squats per bump.

If a boat is damaged so that it needs repair:

a)  All members of that crew are required to put their equipment away

     and do physical training for that practice.

b)  For the next practice all members of that entire program must do

     physical training.
c)  For the next two weeks, all members of the crew must come to 

     practice and do physical training.

d)  If you skip practice because you damaged a boat and do not feel 

     required to do the physical training, you may be expelled from the 

     club for the season.

If on three occasions you are a member of a crew that causes significant damage to a boat, you will be permanently expelled from the club.

The board decided that crew members and their parents are not, in general, directly monetarily responsible for damage to the boats. However, the board reserves the right to request payment from rowers and/or their parents in cases of gross negligence or malicious intent.
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
